They can read a passage at about 70-80+ words per minute attempting to read with intonation to show comprehension.
They will be taught to read longer words.

They will read Grey storybooks.




They will review Set 2 and Set 3 sounds and words.

Literacy Tree (children no longer need to access the programme)

Children can read all words.
They can read a passage at 80-90+ words per minute attempting to read with intfonation o show comprehension.

They will complete the Accelerated Reader Star test which will give them a ZPD range to allow them to choose
their own books to read at the correct level.
